In every effort put to further upgrad-
ing land tenure the Royal Govern-
ment of Cambodia enacted the 2001 
land law in which a new systematic 
registration is adopted. Under 2001 
land law all land parcels in the whole 
country (estimated 10-12 millions 
land parcels) are registered through 
Systematic Land Registration by the 
Ministry of Land Management, Urban 
Planning and Construction. After the 
land registered the land proprietor 
has to fill the documents of the land 
demarcation in procedure of the land 
registration at the Land Registration 
Office, and then the land titles will be 
issued by the state. 

Since land titles have been issued in 
the procedure there is unable to com-
plain but in minor cases. For inertial 
and consequent registrations to offer 
the Land Registration Office safety  to 
the possessors, alleviating and pre-
venting land conflict and dispute in 
the region. 
Recently the land becomes a vital is-
sue that is inevitable to be solved, in 
which there are a number of relevant 
institutions getting involved in pro-
motion of awareness local communi-
ties.

Currently, educational area has to 
boost understanding of safeguarding 
land, land value among secondary 
and high school students.

The Safeguarding Lands curricula dis-
seminate the information to benefici-
aries from secondary and high schools 
to allow them to become their own 
land stewards in effectiveness with 
explicit understanding of their obli-
gations and rights. In addition, to be 
aware of natural resource manage-
ment, environmental concerns will 
contribute to sustainable use of the 
land,  expecting from different activi-
ties that land certificates will be deliv-
ered to the hands of the beneficiaries. 
The titles will help facilitate to gain 
access to credit and stimulate land 
market.

The earlier to get aware of the im-
portance of secure access to land the 
sooner will contribute to long-term 
sustainable activities of the project 
through collateral for gaining access 
to credit and investment. And will 
help to strengthen the young’s ca-
pacity to improve the community’s 
economy.

Mine clearance

Contract is awarded to CMAC by EC 
for implementing Ecosorn activities 
to get rid of mines and unexploded 
ordinance at the Ecosorn identified 
areas with various de-mining tools 
to response to the requirment which 
related to various mine/unexploded 
ordinance maters. 

CMAC is undertaking implementation 
of two main results:  Institutional Sup-
port and De-mining. For the Institu-
tion Support CMAC has been provid-
ing training to the local authorities 
on mine/unexploded ordinance risk 
reduction mechanism, carrying out 
to release mine suspected land  to be 
used for  cropping  production.

CMAC experts and Ecosorn technical 
staff have worked with the Provincial 
Mine Action Planning Unit staff in all  
three target provinces to select mine/
unexploded ordinances suspected ar-
eas for de-mining in 2008 and 2009.

The selection of mine/unexploded 
ordinance suspected areas to de-min-
ing as required by Ecosorn groups: 
Agriculture Livestock and Fisheries; 
Rural infrastructure; Community Gen-
der and Rural Development; and Safer 
Access to Land.  Two main are found   
suspected areas cover the lands for 
agriculture, rural road and residence. 

To meet the needs of three target 
provinces, ECOSORN-CMAC is in proc-
ess of getting rid of mines/unexplod-
ed ordinances from the target areas of 
400ha. In order to provide knowledge 
to avoid danger of mine/ unexplod-
ed ordinance the mine officer have 
provided training on risk reduction 
strategy to prevent and reduction risk 
cause by mine/UXO. Especially, when 
you saw mine/UXO please do not 
touch and report to CMAC or village 
authority immediately.

Rural Infrastructure

Rural infrastructure development is a 
main goal of ECOSORN that help local 
people in remote areas more easily trav-
elling and transporting their products to 
market, and gaining inexpensive trans-
portation services.

The rural road and irrigation scheme have 
been awarded to KBH Co Ltd and Thy Loo 
Co Ltd for construction. 
Through the research there are 80.1 Km 
of rural road were selected for rehabilita-
tion.
The construction of rural road rehabilita-
tion was launched in January 2008. Dur-
ing the period there are four roads being 
constructed and the other four on going 
to construct in 2009.

In June 2008, the rural road of 6,200 me-
ters in Kok Rormeat commune has been 
completed and the others are in the 
progress of constructing such as 3,700 
meters in Banteay Chmar commune, 
4,000 meters in Slor Kram commune, 
and 5,307 meters in Kum Rou commune. 
When this road finished constructed, the 
beneficiaries find easier access to the 
market for exchange their crops and stu-
dents are able to continue further study 
in secondary school, which is farther dis-
tance from home.

The villagers are very happy and they 
promise to keep maintaining the road, 
funded by the European Union and the 
Royal Government of Cambodia.
